Orientation Programme (23rd September 2024 – 27th September 2024) 

The Orientation Programme for newly admitted first-semester students at 
Surendranath Law College was held from 23rd September 2024 to 27th 
September 2024. The programme aimed to introduce students to the academic 
environment, familiarize them with college policies, and provide essential 
information for a smooth transition into legal education. Various faculty members 
led sessions that covered topics ranging from the objectives of legal education to 
student welfare services.

To highlight the significance of English language proficiency and 
communication skills, which are essential tools for success in the legal 
profession.
