ABOUT THE COURSE: 

Surendranath Law College held a certificate course on criminology and penology which started 

from 17th May. The seminar was held and organized by the faculty members and Student 

volunteers. For the students of Surendranath Law College as well as other institutions that IQAC 

of our institution, Surendranath Law College organized fifteen days (30 hours) online Value-

Added Certificate Course on Criminology and Penology from 17.05.2023 to 31.05.2023, at 

google meet. (Link was provided by the student volunteers in the official WhatsApp group in 

time). The course coordinators were Prof. Mafuza Yasmin, Prof. Shreyasi Roy and Prof. 

Chandrima Sen. The chairperson of this value-added course was our respected Vice Principal 

Ma’am Prof. (Dr.) Mohammadi Tarannum.  

ABOUT COLLEGE: 

Surendranath Law College is an esteemed law institute affiliated to the University of Calcutta 

and recognized by the Bar Council of India, also regarded as one of the oldest law colleges of the 

country. ‘Rastraguru’ Surendranath Banerjee, the great patriot and educationist founded this 

college in the heart of the city close to the Sealdah Station - considering the convenience of 

commuting and to encourage more students to partake of quality education, especially for those 

who belonged to the downtrodden community. In 1882, the Presidency School, which formed the 

nucleus of the present Institution, was handed over to Sir SurendranathBanerjea on 1st January 

1884. He raised it to the status of a college affiliated to the F.A. standard and named it “The 

Presidency Institution”. Within a year the institution was converted into a full-fledged, first grade 



college under the name “Ripon College”. Its activity was further extended through the opening 

of the Post-Graduate Department of Law in 1884, which was later affiliated to the Calcutta 

University in the year 1885, as an independent professional college. Presently, Surendranath Law 

College imparts 5 years B.A.LL.B. course, 5 years B.A. LL.B. (Honours) course and two years 

LL.M. course. 

OBJECTIVES OF COURSE: 

The core objectives of the Certificate Course are to provide: 

• The understanding of Criminal Justice Delivery System in broader perspective; 

• The scientific observance of the nature of crime, criminal behavior and treatment of criminals; • 

The study on philosophy of punishments vividly; 

• The understanding of the theories behind punishments of crime; 

• The analysis of the administration and management of prison system; 

• The evaluation on the reforms of punishments. 

The program was addressed by Prof. (Dr) Kavita Singh and Dr. Amit Ghosh as resource 

persons and speakers. Candidates who secured Regular Attendance and submitted the daily 

feedback forms (provided during the lectures) and completed the Module based Assignments got 

the participation certificate at the end of the course.

PROGRAMME DETAILS OF CERTIFICATE COURSE: 

Certificate Course on “Criminology and Penology” mainly concentrated on the existing needs 

and utility of the course for all semesters of SNLC students thereby endeavored to provide a skill to 

enhance their ability on legal drafting, knowledge on criminology and penology, providing them guidance 

for near future.  



Certificate Course was started from 17th May and ended on 31rd May, 2023 on online mode at 

Google meet, with proposed syllabus and assigned faculty as resource persons for 10 days with two hours 

per day.  

 

In this course 300 students were registered and 240 students participated with enthusiasm during 

15 days.  On completion of the course the assessment was done with the submission of Final Project and 

assessment through MCQ, scheduled on 30th and 31th May for MCQ (online mode) along with final 

project submission (submitted online) based on accordance with 4 Modules course syllabus. Among 300 

registered participants, 240 students successfully attended certificate course and appeared for the online 

and offline assessment of the certificate course. After due evaluation of final Project and MCQ, 240 

participants successfully passed the evaluation and thus were awarded with certificate. Certificate was 

issued to each and every successful participant.
