Forests are critical for maintenance of ecological balance, acting as carbon sinks 

and combating the threats of climate change. Forests play a crucial role in 

supporting a diversity of complex ecosystems providing the habit for a variety of 

flora and fauna, besides maintaining the stability of the ecosystem, regulation of 

water table, prevention of soil erosion and carbon sequestration.
