Within a year the institution was converted into a full-



fledged, first grade college under the name “Ripon College”. Its activity was further extended 

through the opening of the Post-Graduate Department of Law in 1884, which was later 

affiliated to the Calcutta University in the year 1885, as an independent professional college.

(Honours) course and two years LL.M. course.

He used vernacular language 

to make the topic easily grubby by students. He being guide has enormous depth in 

practical field. He described root causes, weakness and mindset of HIV affected 

patients. No matter they are gender based like woman and transgenders , be a brothel 

dwellers or shelterless woman on road,all have acquired disease due to forced 

physical violence. He added examples of filmy dialogues to make his 

speech  grasping. He showed the path of zero or no Aids patient in future. 

 

                    Last speaker was Dr. Soumyadeep Mahapatra an assistant  professor from 

ESIC medical college and hospital Joka, kolkata. He has presented his speech witn 

power point support to make his part catching for students.  It was informative session 

with cause and process of transfer and spread of disease.  Organs affected and 

symptoms in acute and chronic cases are explained vividly. Dos and don'ts for 

patients and good habits are added. Statistical study of patients worldwide, country 

wise , statewise with sex of patients affecting and reasons supporting are covered.  He 

added the  target achieving numbers in case of prevention and measures to treat and 

make zero transmission of aids.
